7) The flow of the newscast felt comprised of a more serious tone. The majority of the stories were about conflicts and matters that affected numerous people in a more harmful way.
8) I thought that the newscast was mainly composed of reality checks that carried an unfortunate series of events with it. 5) The studio make anchor was wearing a black suit and gold tie, and the studio female anchor was wearing a lavender dress. The live reporter was wearing an ABC7 polo and the sports reporter was wearing a shirt and tie.
6) The anchors were wearing lavaliers. The live reporter was wearing a lavalier and the sports reporter was using a handheld microphone with an ABC7 flag.
7) The flow of the newscast appeared in a very straightforward.The way in which the news were presented seemed to inform the audience, provide them with the story and the basic details, and then move on.
8) Overall, I felt that the newscast showed an interesting format for its place in the afternoon slot. The news seemed to come in a straightforward way possibly because they may have assumed you’ve heard most of it in the morning and early afternoon. 2) The first 5 stories before the second “block” were a 10-year-old boy calling the police on his drunken school bus driver, a surfer almost confronting a white shark, a reward being raised for the search of a missing little New Jersey girl, the corals in the Florida Keys deteriorating, and a father and son being on the police force.
3) There were some reporter packages, but the differed in delivery. There was one at the beginning dealing with flooding that had live shots, and there was VOSOT later in the newscast talking about a boy notifying 911 of his drunken school bus driver.
4) Some of the reporters either didn’t have an outcue, stated “Jose” (the anchor), or spoke to the template “Name, NBC News, Location”.
